Therefore because the Society believe that because the principal facades of the proposed
building must be considerably improved, this application is not compatible with the
townscape policies of the Bournemouth Local Plan. Accordingly we recommend that
this project be deferred for further discussion. (4.19 1 and iii)

63 Southbourne Overcliff Drive

This is an application to build a new family house on the site of the original interwar
building.

We feel that although the adjacent houses are not in the mass, especially distinguished
pieces of townscape, the proposed design is perhaps, somewhat too radical for the area.
Although the general mass and shape of the building might be in order, the very intrusive
use of glass panels on the ground and first floor elevations of the principal fagade do not
sit well with the neighbouring properties. In addition we think that the dormer floor is
over large for the dimentions of new house; more pronounced vertical divisions between
the glass sections would be a considerable improvement.

Accordingly, because this application does not fully comply with the conditions of the
townscape polices of the Bournemouth Local Plan, the Society have concluded that it
should be deferred for further consideration. (4.19 Lii and iii)

2 Marine Road, corner of Marine Road and Belle Vue Road.

This is a proposal to build eight flats on the site of a substantial and quite well designed
family residence from the Interwar Period.

Although the overall design of this proposal is in a restrained modern style, the Society
are of the opinion that the general massing of the structure and the basic window shapes
are reasonably good. However we also think that the overall architectural character of
this structure is rather chunky at the expense of elegance of line. In particular we think
that the section of the principal fagade that contains the main entrance and staircase well
is rather abruptly inserted into the composition and is lit by poorly integrated stripglass,
horizontal panels. We also feel that there is too great a colour contrast in the wall
materials and that the penthouse roof could be made more graceful and prominent.

The Society is fully aware of the considerable pressure in this part of the
Boscombe/Southbourne Overcliff for traditional family houses to be replaced by modern
blocks of flats. We therefore ask the Planning Board/Planning Department to seriously
ponder - in view of the policy of Bournemouth Corporation to preserve as many family
houses as possible - whether any lasting purpose will be served by sacrificing yet another
fine house for another block of amorphous flats.
